WELCOME to Ancient and Medieval history!  We will be studying several different civilizations around the world during the ancient and medieval era.  We will explore these civilizations through readings, writings, group activities, internet use, and videos.  The following are some guidelines that will allow us to have a successful and exciting year.


Behavior: Everyday we all make choices in our behavior and with these choices are consequences. Homework: Homework will be given three to four times a week.  Expect to spend 15 minutes on your homework.  In our room, we have a homework board that you can copy down assignments for each day.  As well, you can get the homework assignments from my class website.

Class work/Notebook (I.N.): You will be keeping your notes and class work in a notebook.  Some homework assignments will be done in this notebook as well.  

Tests: Tests will be given at the end of each unit.  These tests will include vocabulary review, multiple choice questions, true/false questions, and social study skills questions (i.e. reading a map, graph, and chart).

Projects: A project is required with each unit.  You will have class time and homework time to complete these projects.

Technology: Students will be using technology frequently.  Students are expected to adhere to the school technology expectations.



Absent Work: Absent work must be completed in the amount of days you were absent.  For example, if you are absent three days, you have three days to complete the work.  It is the student’s responsibility to get the absent work, NOT the teacher’s responsibility to give the absent work.

Late Work: A grade of zero will be given for any assignment not turned in within 1 day of the due date.  Within the one-day deadline, the assignment will be accepted, but reduced in point value.

Extra Credit: There will be opportunities to earn extra credit.
