SCIENCE RULES!!
-keep this in your notebook all year
Class Rules and Expectations
1. Show respect for yourself, adults and property.  (Do not write on the desks with a pen, pencil, marker or even an eraser!)

2. Be on time to class (seated before the bell rings).

3. Be prepared for class (pencils sharpened, materials out and ready).

4. Do not eat, drink or chew gum in class.  Do not leave your trash in the classroom.

5. Practice responsible work habits (complete all assignments).  In other words, DO YOUR HOMEWORK!

Class Behavior

1. Do not get out of your seat without permission.

2. Do not call out.  Raise your hand to be recognized and allowed to answer.

3. Use the restroom before you come to class.

4. Should I have to warn you about your behavior, you will be asked to sign the classroom infraction log.  This will affect your citizenship grade.  Repeated offenses may necessitate a phone call home and will be referred to the front office.

5. Good behavior will be rewarded with verbal praise, high citizenship grades, and eighth grade team awards.

Materials Needed Daily

1. Two (2) sharpened pencils before the class bell rings.  No ink allowed on any assignment, quiz or test.

2. Standard lined notebook paper.

HOMEWORK:  Homework worksheets will be assigned along with reading and note taking.  Also, any daily work not completed in class is considered homework and must be completed before class the next day.  Homework is due at the beginning of the first period.  Have it out and ready to stamp.  Late homework will only be accepted within 5 days of an excused absence.  IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO CHECK THE SCIENCE ASSIGNMENT AGENDA OR WEBSITE FOR CLASSWORK AND HOMEWORK ASSIGNMENTS.

LABS:  We will complete many labs and lab activities.  Lab work must be completed and turned in to be graded.  Labs missed due to an absence may not be made up.  Science article reports will be accepted within 5 days of an excused absence to make up the points missed during lab.  IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO COMPLETE A SCIENCE ARTICLE FROM MY WEBSITE  IF ABSENT DURING A LAB.  You can do this from home or use the computers in the school library.  If you are unable to access a computer, see me for a hard copy of a science article.
QUIZZES:  A quiz after every section will be given along with a vocabulary quiz.  Section quizzes and vocabulary quizzes may be retaken for a better grade during their grading period.  The highest grade will be recorded.  Missed quizzes need to be taken within 5 days of an excused absence.  IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO MAKE UP ALL MISSED QUIZZES BEFORE OR AFTER SCHOOL.  Students who bring in notes that say that they studied for a science quiz for 20 minutes and that is signed by a parent will receive ten extra credit points for that quiz.
TESTS:  At the end of each unit a test will be given over the chapters covered.  Students will be allowed to use their science notebooks.  TESTS CANNOT BE RETAKEN.  Missed tests need to be taken within 5 days of an excused absence.  IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO MAKE UP ALL MISSED TESTS BEFORE OR AFTER SCHOOL.

SCIENCE NOTEBOOK:  All completed and graded work for a unit must be placed in a bound three prong folder.  This notebook can then be used  reference during the unit test.  You will turn in your notebook at the end of the unit and it is a large part of your grade.  YOU WILL NOT HAVE A GOOD GRADE IN SCIENCE IF YOU DO NOT TURN IN YOUR UNIT NOTEBOOK!
CLASSWORK: You will take “pop-quizzes” and answer questions in class that will be graded and included as part of your classwork grade.  You do not need to make up classwork on days which you are absent.
GRADING POLICY:  Class work, homework, quizzes and tests are all weighted the same.  In this way consistent effort will determine your science grade.  A poor grade on one quiz or test will not adversely affect your grade if you have been consistent in turning in completed homework and class work.

REMEMBER:  You are being prepared for high school.  Every teacher will have high expectations for your work and behavior.  This will help you succeed in high school and with other higher goals you set for yourself.
