Is your child ready for the adventures of school? Childhood diseases such as measles can spread quickly between school children. That is why
children must be protected by immunizations to go to school in California. A number of immunizations are required by law. Now is the time to
make sure your child has received all of them. Your child cannot be admitted to school without them.

WHAT YOU NEED:

At registration, you will need an immunization record showing that your child has received all of the required immunizations. This record may be:
(1) the California immunization record; or (2) another immunization record, form, or letter from your doctor with the date each immunization was
given to your child. At a minimum, the record must show the month and year of each immunization. You may need to call your doctor or clinic to
obtain this documentation.

REQUIRED IMMUNIZATIONS: Check your child's immunization record against the immunizations shown below.

IMMUNIZATION GUIDE FOR A TYPICAL CHILD OF KINDERGARTEN AGE

Vaccines Number of Doses Required
POLIO THREE DOSES (an additional dose is required if last dose was administered
before age four years.)
DPT FOUR DOSES (an additional dose is required if last dose was administered (Diphtheria,
Pertussis before age four years.)

(Whooping Cough), Tetanus

MEASLES TWO DOSES OF MEASLES, AND AT LEAST ONE DOSE EACH OF
RUBELLA (German Measles) RUBELLA AND MUMPS ARE REQUIRED. (Usually given as MMR)
MUMPS ALL MUST BE GIVEN ON OR AFTER THE FIRST BIRTHDAY;
HEPATITIS B THREE DOSES.

VARICELLA (Chickenpox) ONE DOSE (or health care provider-documented varicella disease or immunity.)

Has your child received all of these required immunizations? If not, make an appointment with your doctor or the San Diego County Public Health
Department's immunization clinic. Take your record with you to this appointment. If your child's immunizations are not up-to-date when school
starts, your child, by law, must be excluded from school. Take care of immunizations NOW!

MEDICAL EXEMPTIONS:

There are two types of exemptions allowed by the California School Immunization Law, permanent and temporary medical exemptions. If your
child requires an exemption because of a medical condition you must present a statement signed by your doctor stating the medical problem, which
immunizations your child cannot receive, and if the medical problem is temporary or permanent. If your child is exempt and there is a disease
outbreak, the school may be ordered by the Health Department to temporarily exclude your child for his/her protection.

CHDP REQUIREMENT:

The Child Health and Disability Prevention (CHDP) program established by state law requires all children to have a health checkup. District policy
requires documentation that each child has received a physical examination within six months prior to entering kindergarten. This information is
important because unrecognized health problems may interfere with a child's success in school. Parents or guardians who wish to have their child
excused from a health checkup may request a waiver of this requirement. The waiver must be requested in writing. The screening examination
(CHDP Exam) is available to Medi-Cal and low income families free of charge at the ElI Cajon Public Health Center (619)441-6500, 460 N.
Magnolia Ave., Ste. 110, El Cajon, CA 92020 and at many local clinics and physicians.
